Responses vary. Some people feel detached from their
body or surroundings (dissociation). Others feel
emotionally open or experience vivid mental imagery.
Common experiences include:

» A dreamlike or floating sensation

e A shift in how time feels

e Changes in how thoughts or emotions are processed
» A sense of clarity, calm, or unexpected insight

¢ Physical stillness or relaxation

It's also normal to feel confused, uncomfortable, or
emotional. These effects are temporary and usually fade
within a few hours.

Common physical side effects include:

e Nausea or dizziness
e Muscle stiffness or fatigue
e Blurry vision or mild headache

Most symptoms resolve on their own. Clinics may offer
anti-nausea medication if needed.

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Though rare, ketamine can cause elevated blood pressure, disorientation, or Y
emotional distress during treatment. You'll be closely monitored during your session, g% ,
and trained staff can respond if anything feels uncomfortable or unsafe. N 0 "é
Ketamine is not recommended for people with uncontrolled hypertension, certain
heart conditions, a history of psychosis, or unstable substance use. Your provider will Q/t
help assess risks and safety before starting treatment. °9 (;
